By noon, the volunteers had roughly outlined twadimg trails through seven acres of mixed hardwimodst,
wetland, and riparian edge along Marsh Creek. @tehtrail served as a connector, joining the tamgvo trails
together. The volunteers also collected 180 powhdisash and recyclables that will be counted &$ pf Wake
County’s 2009 Spring Big Sweep.
